With regards to the whole "Maxis owns the copyright on anything you put in the game" - technically this isn't correct. What they own is the copyright on the .package file format and the various file formats within those (GMDC etc), however, they do not own the copyright on the actual original items, like the textures, meshes etc.

Let me put it another way - There are copyrights on the .zip and .rar file formats. By saying that the company that owns these copyrights also owns every single thing that has ever been zipped or rarred is ludicrous and basically would not hold up in court.

The EULA simply recognises those portions of the game and the engine that belong to Maxis, and, as with a lot of other companies, they are only concerned with people reverse engineering portions hence why these clauses are in there. I daresay that anybody who actually could get it to court to say that Maxis did own the copyright to meshes and textures somebody else did would be swiftly taught a lesson.

I've been in the game modding scene for nearly 10 years now, and I've seen a lot of things - one of the other communities that has paysites is the Microsoft Flight Sim community, and you'd think that with thier lawyers, MS would have jumped all over people. They haven't and they wont, becuase it's not in their interests to do so.

Of course, with all this said, people making money off games has been done for quite a while now - some of it is frowned upon by the game makers (selling in game currency for offline real money, for example), which some is not pursued (sites charging for bandwidth to host files, or sites that make money via ad revenue). 

So, yeah, the whole thing about taking somebody elses work and claiming it as your own against thier wishes just becuase you think it should be allowed, doesn't make it right. It may "just be a game" but people invest serious amounts of time and energy into making custom content that they do own the copyright on, and thus have full control over what they want people to do with said copyright.

Also, cheeseisgood... mention "hacking" again and I'll personally boot you so far off this site you'll end up on the exchange, capiche?

You've summed up exactly my feelings on the subject - what's theirs is theirs, what's ours is ours, and nobody, no EULA, no nothing, can take that away from us. They can write whatever they want in the EULA - just like anyone can write whatever they want in any contract. Just because you agree to it doesn't make it legally binding - and Delphy's correct on exactly what the EULA means too. Their parts are theirs, our parts stay ours.

The Exchange will NEVER add a "report as stolen" link. Ever. Never ever ever EVER. As a moderator on MTS2 I've dealt with stolen content and textures plenty of times, and it's very time consuming, hard to track down who made what first from what source images that may or may not have been their own to begin with, and it usually turns into a big mess, with people very upset. They would need to add at least two full-time (paid) employees to cover the Exchange - they have around 500 sims added per day, and I don't know how many lots, that would have to be checked individually (just like MTS2 does) for links and credit and donation content as well as someone whose sole job was to sit and look at textures and listen to upset creators claiming things are stolen (which is only proveable maybe 50% of the time, from my experience with it at MTS2). Doing so would gain them exactly nothing, and would put them in a position of protecting the copyrights of others, which they have no reason to want to be responsible for.

If you don't like pay content, don't pay for it. It's not like it's any better than the free content most of the time (with a couple exceptions, like Exnem's marvelous foods). Shun the Exchange, and laugh mercilessly at anyone who downloads from there.

But, if Person B knows they are stolen they are supporting the site by "buying" the files. So they are knowingly stealing from Foever21 by both supporting the site and sharing the files.

If Person B is not aware of the site's stealing, then they are still stealing by sharing donated files. Its a steal/steal situation either way.



Whoa…Missygjo. Are you indicting yourself? 

Thing is most downloaders (Person B) in the Sims 2 community don't know whether or not something is photoskinned with a copyright image or not. By your logic, EVERY SimChic subscriber is a thief. And as I’ve said before no they are not. 

And no Person B is not stealing if they share donated files made from stolen copyrighted images. Person B would not be sent to jail or fined. Only Person A would be. See you guys aren’t looking at this logically. It is very unlikely that anyone can and will track down all the subscribers of paysites that use photoskinned images. The ultimate liability is that of the owner. 

This situation reminds me of the Grokster Ltd case which was reversed by the Court for the very reasons that I’ve stated. Grokster Ltd (Person A) would be held responsible while the distributors (Persons B and C) would not be held liable. The first verdict was that all persons were liable but the Ninth Court realized that allowing distributors (Persons B and C) to be held secondarily liable for users' copyright infringement was inconsistent with existing policy.

Also, the copyright laws would not work in this case. Person A never owned the image to begin with so how can Person B or C steal something when it was never Person's A image to begin with?

EDIT:

Another thing all Person's B and C would have to do is prove without a doubt in court that they paid or stole the image/skin from Person A and not the original copyright owner. Which btw can be easily done.

It seems to me you people are consistently confusing several issues. 
Issue one: Taking someone’s content and passing it off as your own, I think most can agree that that is theft. 

Issue two= Paysites illegally charging for custom content for more than covering their bandwidth costs. According to EA EULA this is illegal or at the very least outline in the user agreement as something that is not to be done. 

Issue three = People purchasing and sharing above content with the masses, not passing it off as their own – but just sharing it with others. According to EA EULA this is encouraged basically, and is the whole point of the EA TS2 Exchange. 

Again, according to Maxis you aren’t allowed to sell TS2 items for more than it costs to cover your bandwidth. I have a website and I get 250gigs a month for about 4 bucks a month. I don’t really think it’s even worth charging for content at that rate, besides its HOBBY, my hobby because I actually ENJOY making stuff, not because I have to, not because I want something back from others, and then I sometimes share it, because I feel like, because maybe someone else will like it to. 

Back at hand, even some of the heftier plans are only about 20 bucks a month – I know sites that try and charge anywhere from 4-15 PER PERSON per month to access their sites. That’s a whole lot of bandwidth money. 

Again that’s the real issue for a lot of people, according to the EULA you cannot sell TS2 content other than to modestly charge SOLEY to cover your bandwidth costs. And if you think that is bunk and choose to make a living off of it anyway, how are you any better than those who freely distribute pay content – when in reality they are just sharing – and giving credit – and relieving bandwidth loads on the original creator? 

I agree with the stance that its bad form to take someone’s content and pretend you made it. But I also think the sims 2 community is bonkers for constantly screaming about credit every time I turn around, or screaming don’t recolor or breathe on their stuff wrong, not to share it, not to do anything with it really. If you don’t want other people to play with your toys then stop sharing them. I thought people created things because it was fun, not to become some goddess or because of a popularity contest.
